Agenda Item: Public Hearing - Zoning Ordinance Amendment 

Summary: 
The Prince Edward County Board of Supervisors requested that staff review the existing Zoning 
Ordinance as it related to flags in the Spring of 2022 after numerous calls and emails to members of 
the Board and Planning Commission from County residents. After researching how other localities 
in the region regulate flags, an emergency ordinance was drafted. The ordinance placed a maximum 
limit on the size of flags at 40 square feet (5'x8') and a maximum height of flagpoles in all districts of 
20 feet. There is an allowance for the issuance of a special use permit for a taller pole in the A1, A2, 
C1, I1 and CR zoning districts but excluded all residential zoning districts from the option for a 
taller pole. 

Several speakers spoke out during public participation at the May 9, 2023 regular meeting 
concerning the maximum allowed size of flags and asked the Board to consider exempting the 
American flag. Since the County can only regulate the size of flags, but not flag content, it cannot 
exempt any particular flag regardless of what it may signify. To do so has been seen by the courts as 
a violation of constitutional rights. 

The Board of Supervisors adopted an Emergency Ordinance at its June 13, 2023 Meeting that 
reflected the standards as outlined in Option 4. This allows for a larger individual flag but also 
specifies an overall site square footage maximum of 120 square feet, much like what is required for 
signs in zoning districts. Section 15.2-1427 of the Code of Virginia outlines the procedures for 
adoption of an emergency ordinance. The emergency ordinance may be adopted without prior 
notice; however, no such ordinance shall be enforced for more than 60 days unless readopted in 
conformity with the provisions of the code. As a zoning ordinance amendment, it required that the 
ordinance be sent to the Planning Commission for a public hearing and recommendation. 

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on July 18, 2023, where several citizens spoke in 
both support and opposition of the proposed new language. The Planning Commission discussed 
the matter after hearing comments and made recommended modifications to the proposed 
Ordinance Amendment, referring the matter to the Board of Supervisors. The changes they 
considered were less intensive than the Draft Zoning Ordinance, Attachment (1 ). These included an 
exception for cemeteries and the allowance for a Special Use Permit for flags larger than 120 square 
feet in size much like Option 3 that was not considered by the Board in July. Staff has incorporated 
all recommendations by the Planning Commission into the Zoning Ordinance Amendment, 
Attachment (2) with changes shown in RED for consideration.

Monroe Church Road - Through Truck Restrictions 
At the July Board meeting, the Board discussed with VDOT Resident Engineer, Scott Frederick, 
PE, the reduction of the speed limit on Monroe Church Road (SR 640). Mr. Frederick also 
indicated that the Board could make a request to VDOT for through-truck restrictions on the road. 

Per Section 46.2-809 of the Code of Virginia, which addresses the regulation of truck traffic on 
primary and secondary highways, the Commonwealth Transportation Board, or its designee, in 

response to a formal request by a local governing body. after such body has held public 
hearings. A copy of Section 46.2-809 is attached. 

Also, for the Board's information, staff has attached is a copy of Chapter 580 of the Virginia 
Administrative Code which provides the guidelines by which VDOT will consider requests for 
restricting through trucks on secondary roads. 

Should the Board wish to consider truck restrictions on Monroe Church Road, a public hearing 
must be held prior to action by the Board.
